Eagle Week is for scouts who are 14 years old and First Class or higher wishing to work on those 
difficult merit badges required for the rank of Eagle scout.  Extensive writing may be required, and 
class attendance and participation are part of the curriculum.  Scouts who are well motivated and 
work well independently will achieve a greater degree of merit badge completion.  Many other 
activities will also be planned during the week under the leadership of trained, qualified adults and 
senior staff working exclusively with the Camp Eagle Week Staff.  Scouts must participate for the 
complete week. 

The cost for Eagle Week is $330 per scout.  Please note that the $225 second week of camp discount 
does apply for Eagle Week.  A non-refundable deposit of $50 will hold a place for you.  The final 
payment is due by July 29th, which is two weeks prior to your arrival.  Check in time on Sunday, 
August 14th is from 1:00 – 3:00 PM.
